The location you choose for your
session is not make-or-break, but it
should still reflect who you and
your loved ones are. Think of your
happy place and consider what
makes it so special. Now keep that
in mind while deciding your
location.

If you already have the perfect
outfit in mind, make sure it
compliments your location, and the
same goes both ways. If you want
to wear a green dress, don’t choose
a park full of greenery and If you
want pictures by the ocean, maybe
wear white instead of blue.

The wonderful thing about Tampa
Bay is that there is a wide variety
of options available, including
natural beaches, historic
momuments, and green parks. 

All of the locations can be utilized
for a variety of purposes including
engagement, couple, family, and
wedding sessions. However, they
each have unique offerings that
should be considered when
picking the ideal location for your
session. 
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HONEYMOON
ISLAND
Honeymoon Island is an ideal location for sunset
photos - as crowds tend to lessen in the evening
hours. 

Parking is included with admission. Most sessions
occur at North Beach (follow the signs located on
the island). 

To enter the Island, patrons should expect to pay $8
a vehicle (with two or more people).

Also, make sure to select one of the locations
designated with a bathroom (to ensure that you have a proper place to
change). 

However, ensure that you select a location that is dog-friendly
(note that Clearwater Beach and Honeymoon Island have some excellent
options). Also, keep in mind that a leash might still be required.
